The mission of the Children's Advocacy Center of Comal County, Inc. is to provide a neutral, child-friendly agency that facilitates a multidisciplinary approach in the prevention, detection, investigation and treatment of child abuse.

HISTORY OF THE

Children's Advocacy Center of Comal County, Inc.

In August 2003, a handful of community members set about organizing the first informational presentation to members of assorted agencies and the community at large regarding the establishment of a Children’s Advocacy Center in Comal County.

The presentation took place in October 2003 and was attended by members of the District Attorney’s Office, local law enforcement agencies, Child Protective Services, other children’s service agencies in the area, mental health counselors and interested community members. This presentation was made by a representative of the Children's Advocacy Centers of Texas, Inc. (CACTX), a statewide association that promotes and regulates the efforts of local CAC’s by coordinating them and providing training, resources and funding.

The Children's Advocacy Center of Comal County, Inc. was incorporated in February 2004 and was established as a 501 c 3 nonprofit organization in September 2004. An interagency agreement was executed in June 2004 that included statutorily required signatures of the head of county law enforcement agencies, the District Attorney’s Office and Child Protective Services.

In June 2005 the CACCC opened its doors at 111 E. Commerce Street in New Braunfels, TX and began interviewing children in a child friendly environment at that time.

In 2005 over 50 children were interviewed at the center. In 2006, 109 were interviewed and in 2007 that number grew to 160. Projections for 2008 indicate that the CACCC will interview 180-200 children.

The organization has grown tremendously over the past few years, starting with one employee and eventually developing into a 4 person staff. Our signature yearly event, the Valentine 5k in Landa Park has become more successful over the past two years.
Currently, the Board has 15 members and meets monthly. 

A new stage in the CACCC’s expansion is beginning, with important decisions about capital development and program growth being key in structuring a future plan for the center.
